1. Matters and issues discussed during last
month’s meeting are hereby approved by the
board.

2. President report
The GHAT GPT seminar held on August 26 was

a well -designed high-tech seminar. We want to

thank the former President Sam Chang to assist in

inviting Dr. David Chang as a theme speaker, which
provides practical insights for artificial intelligence
and wealth construction. Thank you especially for
the refreshments provided by the Secretary of Ming

Lu and thanked the consultant Marshall despite

being injured. Dr. David Chang is an excellent

spokesman recommended by former President

Sam Chang, and Yao Yi, a director of managing

video equipment. With the support of several board

members, it ensures the smooth implementation of
the seminar.

The seminar was successful and received a warm
response. Dr. David Chang has rich experience in
the technology industry and practical examples,
allowing everyone to access this topic. The TCC
plans to organize a series of technical seminars
based on the feedback from the participants.

It is expected that there will be more technology
-related seminars in the future, and the TCC is
glad to announce the second technical seminar of
the year. Chen Pinchuan, director of the technical
department of Taipei Economic and Cultural
Office, will be the main spokesman. The seminar
is scheduled to be at Room 203 of the Overseas
Education Center from 2:00 pm to 5:00 pm on
November 18. The theme will be decided in early
October.

The "TCC Autumn Barbecue" is scheduled
to be held at Eldridge Park at 11:30 am to 2:00
pm on October 1st (Sunday). When it is in line
with Taiwan's National Day, we will invite VIPs
and relevant personnel to join us. Since we need
sufficient food preparation, we will not accept on
-site registration; please register early.

3. Committee task and report:

Mrs. Chen Liqin has a background among
real estate professionals and is discussing her
spokesman for real estate -related seminars.

e Event Committee: Sam thanked everyone
for their help, made the Al seminar success,
and mentioned a plan for future seminars for
Chinese and English. Young members of Fasta
are welcome to participate to expand their
knowledge beyond the school and may become
members of the future conference hall.

e Communication Commission: Ivan reported
that the photos of the director of Taipei
Economic and Cultural Office XIAO from
the Al seminar and access to the mask factory
have been posted on Facebook, LINE and our
website.

e Public Relations Commission: Jackson is on
vacation.

e Roundtable Conference Committee: Elaine
reported that the University of Houston was
willing to organize a seminar on a conference
hall to conduct business with the Harris County
Government. Given the extensive nature of
the theme and a large amount of investment
involved, further discussion will determine
whether it is consistent with the needs of
members of the chamber of commerce.

4. Discussion project



4-1. Al seminar discussion: It had 50 people
registered but only about 30 people
participated. It is recommended to send the
reminder to registers for future incidents.

4-2. Marshall recommends obtaining an
attendance number in advance to avoid
affecting the interests and participation of
members. Future events should be given
priority to members of the TCC. In the case
of insufficient quantity, members of the
board of directors can invite an invitation by
phone.

4-3. Discuss the responsibility of the barbecue
activities on October 1, and there are more
than 100 participants. Discuss the distribution
of food preparations, water, ice and charcoal.
Sam is responsible for 3 bags of ice and 4
bags of charcoal, while Frank is responsible
for bottled water. In view of the complexity
of food preparation, Ming will coordinate the
meat and distribution of meat.

4-4. Elaine invites members to participate in
the Taiwan Night Market event at Houston
Christian University at 3:00 pm on
September 23 to provide Taiwanese food for
everyone to enjoy.

4-5. Kenneth Wu, Chairman of Golden Bank, will
represent the Houston Taiwanese Chamber
of Commerce in the candidacy for the
position of President of the World Taiwanese
Chambers of Commerce. The election will
take place on September 26th at the Grand
Hotel in Taipei, Taiwan. The Southern
US News will publish a full-page color
advertisement to congratulate Chairman Wu
Guangyi on his election.

On September 9th, Tzu Chi will hold the
July Auspicious Event, and they have
invited members of the Chamber's board
to attend and celebrate this auspicious
occasion together.

Max, the owner of TOYORI Steak
Ramen, joined the Chamber as a new member this
year. We hope that Chamber members will have the
opportunity to taste his creations.
