The Taiwanese Chamber had a busy April with activities as usual, and we really
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appreciate our board and members participating in these activities. We work with Katy Lea Cannon, the Exec.
Director of World-Festival Houston International Film Festival and TCCGH sponsored 3 award-winning films
made in Taiwan, and hosted a wonderful and successful “Taiwan Movie night” at the Cinemark in Memorial
City Mall on April 29. I was recognized as the chairman of the SW District board by Mayor John Whitmire
at the Houston City Council on April 7 and invited TCCGH board members to attend. Sam Chang and I
were invited to attend the annual conference of the Houston Hispanic Chamber, and were proud to represent
TCCGH to this 2500 crowd and network with thousands of businesses. SW management district invited
TCCGH to organize FIFA World Soccer Cup events in Houston and TCCGH will help to organize the FIFA
kick-off event on June 6, and host a World Cup viewing party at ACP hotel on June 20 with our members.

TCCGH invited the Foxconn manager in Houston to our future events and the job fairs & forum on Sept.
12. Quan-Yin Shan from Taichung city is opening their first USA branch in Houston Chinatown, and I was
honored to participate and welcome them to Houston. Like many Taiwanese companies and new immigrants
will come to Houston to set up their offices and factories. TCCGH will work with as many of the new
Taiwanese companies as possible with our members.

In order to prepare well for our coming events like the Charity Golf Tournament on May 16, the 40th
TCCGH annual gala, and the Job Fair and Forum, TCCGH forms a working committee and ask for more
volunteers to help.

I. Approval of the minutes from the previous
meeting.
II. President’s Report
1. The Taiwan Movie Night held on April 29
attracted strong attendance; however, cultural events
generated limited profit, and future budgeting and
fundraising strategies should be reviewed.
2. Additional events will continue throughout
May, including:
*A luncheon meeting with government officials
and Taiwanese business leaders on May 8.
*A TCCNA networking dinner on May 9.

eParticipation and coordination for TCCNA
activities from June 11-19.

3. Regarding the May 16 Golf Tournament,
additional sponsorship funding is still needed to
break even. Former President Sam Chang was
asked to continue following up with OCAC and
international district organizations regarding
sponsorship support and subsidy applications.

4. A FIFA Viewing Party will be held on June 20
at the ACP Hotel.

5. Coordination efforts are underway with Foxconn
executives and other corporate representatives to



invite participation in the September Job Fair.

6. The Chamber will continue strengthening
communication with ministers, officials from
the Ministry of Economic Affairs, and other
distinguished guests to secure additional resources
and partnership opportunities.

7. Taiwanese entertainer Ms. Lotus Wang will
arrive in Houston on June 2 to familiarize herself
with the environment before the annual gala.
Appropriate reception and activity arrangements
will be provided.

8. Communication continues with other chambers
of commerce, including the Filipino Chamber
and Vietnamese Chamber, regarding the June 14
joint chamber event, and representatives will be
appointed to attend.

9. Four board directors will complete their terms
this year. New director candidates and alternate
board members are currently being arranged.

10. Director Jackson Chang proposed drafting a
formal application and policy document outlining
the qualifications, responsibilities, and obligations
for individuals wishing to represent the TCCGH at
TCCNA events.

III. Committee Reports

eFinance Committee: The committee reviewed
the Chamber’s financial status, including revenues
and expenses related to the Taiwan Movie Night
and Golf Tournament budgets. Sponsorship
contributions from organizations including Formosa
Plastics, New Era Insurance, and Bank of Orient
were also discussed.

eMembership Committee: The Chamber currently
has 207 members, with 132 paid members, including
approximately 30 complimentary members and 40
unpaid renewing members.

eEvents Committee: Golf Tournament registration
forms and annual gala table sales information were
distributed to members by email to encourage
participation and sponsorship.

eCommunications Committee: The committee
reviewed updates to the Chamber’s English website
and annual publication progress. The yearbook
is expected to remain under 25 pages, including
organizational information, member directories, and
advertisement indexes. Due to printing deadlines,
advertisement submissions are due by May 22.

IV. Discussion Items
4.1 Taiwan Movie Night Review (April 29)

a. Due to theater construction, attendees were
redirected to a different entrance, which caused
confusion.

b. Registration and payment procedures created
some issues, as several attendees paid directly at the
theater counter. Future event instructions will need
clearer payment guidance.

4.2 May 16 Golf Tournament Discussion

a. Tournament funding remains insufficient. In
addition to confirming OCAC subsidy applications,
efforts continue to secure additional sponsorship
support.

b. Secretary General Sam Chang prepared a
detailed staffing and work assignment schedule,
including venue setup, player registration, and
opening ceremony coordination. Additional
assistance from new board candidates and sponsors
will be needed.

c. The board discussed possible contingency plans
for bad weather. Members agreed that postponement
would be more likely than cancellation.

d. Sponsor-donated gifts will include items such
as insulated tumblers from Bank of Orient and
handmade soaps from Tzu Chi Foundation.

4.3 Nomination of New Board Directors

Four current directors will complete their terms
this year. Four new director candidates and one
alternate candidate have been identified.

4.4 June 6 Annual Gala &amp; Work Assignments

As this year marks the Chamber’s 40th
Anniversary, the annual gala celebration will be
expanded significantly and held at Ocean Palace
Seafood Restaurant on June 6. Approximately 60
banquet tables are expected.

Taiwanese celebrity Lotus Wang has been invited
as a special guest performer. Arrangements for
airport pickup, accommodations, and reception are
currently underway.

The Gala Sponsorship Package has already been
distributed through the Chamber mailing list, and
members are encouraged to sponsor tables and
invite family and friends to join this milestone
celebration.
